To strengthen the mechanisms that facilitate the promotion of employment opportunities for
Panamanian officers, seafarers and cadets as well as the establishment of specialized training
programs for Panamanian seafarers seeking employment on board a variety of vessels, the
Panama Maritime Authority (AMP ) signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with

Montreal, Quebec. Important points were touched on the Canadian market, the future
cooperation agreement between the maritime authorities of Panama and Canada on issues of
Panamanian seafarers and on the registration of ships, they were interested in the benefits for
newly built ships.

e  Meeting with CANFORNAYV, the company’s line of business includes the operation of vessels
for the transport of cargo on the high seas between the United States and foreign ports.

e Meeting with the Saint Laurent Shipowners Association, where they discussed the importance of
hiring Panamanian seafarers to sustain the supply chain and the opportunities that exist within
the Quebec maritime industry.

e Meeting with Groupe Desgagnés, one of the most influential shipping groups in the Quebec
maritime sector, where the different possibilities available to the registry regarding flag issues,
merchant marine certificates, as well as the possibility of hiring Panamanian seafarers in their
ships specially designed to navigate in temperate areas, were discussed.
